2. 1t will not respond to ALL ON or ALL OFF commands.

3. 1t will respond to the ALL OFF command but will not respond to the ALL ON command.
4. 1t will respond to the ALL ON command but will not respond to the ALL OFF command.

Invert Switch
If the switch is accidentally installed upside down with “On” at the bottom and “Off” at the top, the default On/Off
rocker settings can be reversed by changing parameter 4’s value to “1”.
